• That which serves as an instrument for 
regaining the good-will of deity


• The means by which obstructions to a 
relationship with God are removed 


• The place where such takes place

Romans 3:23-26                                                       
for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of 

God, being justified freely by His grace through the 
redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God set 

forth as a propitiation by His blood, through faith, to 
demonstrate His righteousness, because in His 

forbearance God had passed over the sins that were 
previously committed, to demonstrate at the present 
time His righteousness, that He might be just and the 

justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus.

1 John 4:10                                                                                  
In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us      

and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins.


Hebrews 2:17                                                                        
Therefore, in all things He had to be made like His brethren, 
that He might be a merciful and faithful High Priest in things 

pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the 
people.

Jeremiah 10:10                                                                              
But the Lord is the true God; He is the living God and the everlasting 
King. At His wrath the earth will tremble, and the nations will not be 

able to endure His indignation.


Psalm 7:11-13                                                                          
God is a just judge, and God is angry with the wicked every day. If 
he does not turn back, He will sharpen His sword; He bends His 

bow and makes it ready. He also prepares for Himself instruments 
of death; He makes His arrows into fiery shafts


Deuteronomy 7:10                                                                           
He repays those who hate Him to their face, to destroy them. He will 
not be slack with him who hates Him; He will repay him to his face

Doom has come to you, you who dwell in the land; the 

time has come, a day of trouble is near, and not of 
rejoicing in the mountains.

Isaiah 5:20-25                                                                                   
…Therefore the anger of the Lord is aroused against 
His people; He has stretched out His hand against 

them and stricken them, and the hills trembled. Their 
carcasses were as refuse in the midst of the streets. 

For all this His anger is not turned away, but His 
hand is stretched out still.

Ephesians 5:3-6                                                                 
But fornication and all uncleanness or covetousness, 
let it not even be named among you, as is fitting for 

saints; neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor coarse 
jesting, which are not fitting, but rather giving of 

thanks. For this you know, that no fornicator, unclean 
person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, has 

any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God. Let 
no one deceive you with empty words, for because of 
these things the wrath of God comes upon the sons 

of disobedience.
